SOR INNOVATIONS FUNDING (Attachment I)

Mr. Chaffee shared in the Board’s October 25, 2022 meeting the Board approved an RFP (Request for
Proposal) for State Opioid Response (SOR) 3.0 Innovations funding. As a reminder, SOR Innovations
projects are required to be used to expand the utilization of technology to manage co-occurring substance
use disorders (SUD) and mental health conditions. This will include the use of web applications, medical
devices, and technology that assists with coordinating activities of state agencies and local county systems
through an integrated approach to multi-system needs. Innovative technology will especially assist those
with co-occurring disorders through partnerships with community behavioral health agencies and ongoing
connection to telehealth and recovery support services including housing, MAT (Medication Assisted
Treatment), peer recovery supports and vocational programs.

The Board received proposals from Fisher Titus Medical Center and the Huron County Sheriff’s Office,
and a summary of these proposals may be found in Attachment I. Ms. Cardone contacted the Ohio
Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services (OhioMHAS) requesting input regarding the
proposals as OhioMHAS must approve all projects prior to the Board allocating funding. The response



from OhioMHAS is as follows: “At this time, the Bureau requests that you complete a formal budget for
the requested projects utilizing the above referenced items for GFMS (Grants and Funding Management
System) submission and further review.” Therefore, the Board will vote on the proposals as submitted,
Ms. Cardone will submit through GFMS for OhioMHAS’ approval, and the actual funding amount
allocated will be determined by OhioMHAS and may be less than the amount requested and listed in the

motion.

Project Title #1 Total Funding Requesting

Project #1 Summary: The Huron County Jail has a challenge of controlling persons who are under the influence of drugs and/or alcohol and
experiencing a mental health crisis while there are in the custody of the jail. We have had two (2) in-custody deaths since 2017 due to an
overdose.

The Huron County Jail serves a population of approximately ranging from 0-134 inmates. The jail holds inmates who have been freshly
arrested to being incarcerated by a judge (Bellevue Municipal Court, Norwalk Municipal Court, Huron County Juvenile Court, or the Huron
County Common Pleas Court).

Many our inmates suffer from Substance Use Disorder (SUD) and mental health issues while there are incarcerated. We currently do not
have real time monitoring of persons suffering from SUD or a mental health crisis. The Detainee Well-Being Monitoring System is a wrist
worn, tamper resistant transmitting unit that ends a unique radio signal on a configurable interval. The wrist worn device incorporates an
accelerometer for measuring an inmates’ physical activity and a biometric sensor for mearing the inmate’s heart rate. The Detainee Well-
Being Monitoring System a real time status of the physical well-being.

Members of Huron County Jail work in coordination with multiple of county agencies (Job and Family Services, Services for the Aging, etc.)
and non-county organizations (Let’s Get Real, Firelands Counseling and Mental Health, Oriana House, etc.). The Detainee Well-Being
Monitoring System will enhance the staff’s ability to monitor the status of an intoxicated, detoxing or person suffering from a mental health
crisis.

Project #2 Summary: The Huron County Jail has a challenge of controlling persons who are under the influence of drugs and/or alcohol and
experiencing a mental health crisis while there are in they custody of the jail. We want to expand our ability to control inmates with the least
amount of force. The Generated Low Output Voltage Emitter (G.L.0.V.E.)

The Huron County Jail serves a population of approximately ranging from 0-134 inmates. The jail holds inmates who have been freshly
arrested to being incarcerated by a judge (Bellevue Municipal Court, Norwalk Municipal Court, Huron County Juvenile Court, or the Huron
County Common Pleas Court).

Many our inmates suffer from Substance Use Disorder (SUD) and mental health issues while there are incarcerated. We currently have less
lethal options when dealing with non-compliant inmates. These are using physical force (joint manipulation and balance displacement
techniques), chemical irritant in the form of a spray or projectile, or a Conducted Electrical Weapon (CEW, commonly referred to as a Taser).
The G.L.0.V.E. is a less lethal alternative in dealing with combative subjects. The possibility of injuries to inmates or corrections staff
increases with the use of physical force. There are no longer lasting effects as with a chemical irritant which also requires decontamination
of the person(s) and area. When using the Taser there is the possibility of the device not having the desired effect due to many reasons. The
G.L.O.V.E. only creates a temporary low voltage output to the area where the G.L.0.V.E. is placed.

Members of the Huron County Jail work in coordination with multiple of county agencies (Job and Family Services, Services for the Aging,
etc.) and non-county organizations (Let’s Get Real, Firelands Counseling and Mental Health, Oriana House, etc.). The G.L.0.V.E. will enhance
the staff’s ability to increase the options when dealing with individuals who are noncompliant due to intoxication or a mental health crisis.
Funding request includes purchase of G.L.0.V.E. and Level 1 Instructor Certification to utilize the G.L.0.V.E.

Project #3 Summary: The Huron County Jail has a challenge in tracking welfare checks of the inmates while they are incarcerated.

The Huron County Jail serves a population of approximately ranging from 0-134 inmates. The jail holds inmates who have been freshly
arrested to being incarcerated by a judge (Bellevue Municipal Court, Norwalk Municipal Court, Huron County Juvenile Court, or the Huron
County Common Pleas Court).

Many our inmates suffer from Substance Use Disorder (SUD) and mental health issues while there are incarcerated. Implementing the
Guard1 Plus Mini System will enable the staff to show proof of presence, document well-being checks, and record observations and incidents.
The Guard1 Plus Mini System information is downloaded into a database which confirms the required checks (with additional inmate mental
health/demeanor) are completed and are archived. The results can be reviewed by jail supervisors to determine and failures in our policies
and procedures. The individual officer logs into the system, by an individual assigned button, and completes the checks which ensures



accountability. The buttons will be placed in the Booking Area (where inmates are housed will on suicide watch) and in the dorms, where
we recently had an inmate overdose.

Members of the Huron County Jail work in coordination with multiple of county agencies (Job and Family Services, Services for the Aging,
etc.) and non-county organizations (Let’s Get Real, Firelands Counseling and Mental Health, Oriana House, etc.). The Guard1 Plus Mini System
will enhance the staff’s ability to monitor the health of inmates and respond more quickly to medical emergencies.

Shields Sheriff's Office

Project #4 Summary: The Huron County Sheriff’s Office routinely respond to calls for service involving individuals in a mental health crisis
or dealing with SUD (substance use disorder). These calls are volatile and have the risk of violence involved. In order to increase the safety
of the individuals and deputies, we need protection equipment to allow the deputies to engage and utilize their de-escalation skills learned in
CIT training. The Bellator III (rifle rated ballistic shield) will offer this protection.

The Huron County Sheriff’s Office (HCSO) serves a population of approximately 60,000 residents. HCSO'’s jurisdiction encompasses the
entire county to include all the municipalities. HCSO is the primary law enforcement agency that provides mutual aid to the other police
departments. The ballistic shields will be placed in the road sergeants’ vehicles (a total of three [3]) and one (1) will be placed in the rollcall
room for other deputies to be able to access. Many times, the deputies have to be able to approach people in crisis and engage in dialogue to
ensure they are treated appropriately. The ability to place a protective barrier between the parties can also serve as a deterrent to violence.

Members of HCSO support all the law enforcement organizations in the county and additional work in coordination with multiple of county
agencies (Job and Family Services, Services for the Aging, etc.) and non-county organizations (Let’s Get Real, Firelands Counseling and
Mental Health, Oriana House, etc.). This project (HCSO_Road Ballistic Shields) will enhance the safety of all persons involved in a mental
health crisis or experience a mental health emergency.

The funding request is for four (4) ballistic shields.

Project #5 Summary: The Huron County Sheriff’s Office routinely respond to calls for service involving individuals in a mental health crisis
or dealing with SUD (substance use disorder). The primary means of communication between dispatchers, patrol units and between
deputies are the radio and mobile data terminals (MDTs).

The Huron County Sheriff’s Office (HCSO) serves a population of approximately 60,000 residents. HCSO'’s jurisdiction encompasses the
entire county to include all the municipalities. HCSO is the primary law enforcement agency that provides mutual aid to the other police
departments. MDTs aid in the transmission of information between multiple agencies (law enforcement, fire, and EMS) within Huron
County. Many times, the deputies must be able to approach people in crisis. Being able to research prior incidents involving individuals in
crisis allow for a more informed response to the call for service. This allows deputies to formulate a plan while enroute to the call. An
additional benefit is the MDT is used for the deputies to complete their reports while still being present in the community. They do not have
to return to the Sheriff’s Office to complete their required documentation.

Members of HCSO support all the law enforcement organizations in the county and additional work in coordination with multiple of county
agencies (Job and Family Services, Services for the Aging, etc.) and non-county organizations (Let’s Get Real, Firelands Counseling and
Mental Health, Oriana House, etc.). This project (HCSO_MDT) will enhance the safety of all persons involved in a mental health crisis or
experiencing a mental health emergency with the increased availability of past and real time information.

The funding request is for five (5) mobile data terminals.

Project #6 Summary: The Huron County Sheriff’s Office routinely respond to calls for service involving individuals in a mental health crisis
or dealing with SUD (substance use disorder). There are times when persons experiencing SUD, mental health emergencies, or under the
influence lave a place of safety to an unknown location.

The Huron County Sheriff’s Office (HCSO) serves a population of approximately 60,000 residents. HCSO’s jurisdiction encompasses the
entire county to include all the municipalities. HCSO is the primary law enforcement agency that provides mutual aid to the other police
departments. HCSO currently has the only drone (one [1] drone) operated by law enforcement, fire, or EMS in Huron County.

Members of HCSO support all the law enforcement organizations in the county and additional work in coordination with multiple of county
agencies (Job and Family Services, Services for the Aging, etc.) and non-county organizations (Let’s Get Real, Firelands Counseling and



Mental Health, Oriana House, etc.). This project (HCSO_Drone) will enhance the safety of all persons involved in a mental health crisis or
experiencing a mental health emergency with the increased availability to find lost persons and rendering appropriate aid.

Project Title #7 Total Funding Requesting

Opioids and the $121,200.00 Fisher Titus Medical
Utilization of Technology Center

Project #7 Summary: The main goal of the project is to incorporate the capability for fentanyl and tramadol testing in-house to support
timely and accuracy of diagnosis to develop more tailored and effective interventions for cases of substance use disorder (OUD/SUD).
Fentanyl/tramadol testing is rarely ordered in Fisher-Titus given the extended turnaround period. Consequently, with the incorporation of
the in-house testing capability of a new analyzer, Fisher-Titus estimates that the lab would be able to perform around 250 tests for opiates
per year, considering the current annual volume for the full drug screen panel which would be an over 90% increase in fentanyl/tramadol
testing, and a 72% faster turnaround for all the fentanyl/tramadol tests currently performed.

Most of the current analyzers within Fisher-Titus Lab are significantly beyond their life expectancy years and do not allow Fisher-Titus to
support the need for timely diagnosis and interventions. New equipment would support Fisher-Titus current analyzers, bringing an
increased testing menu and a faster turnaround on results, leading to quicker interventions for patients and their families. Currently, there
is up to a 72-hour turnaround time for opiate tests sent to LabCorp for processing, which can increase if the courier is not able to transport
the sample within the same day. Therefore, incorporating this technology would reduce the turnaround period of these samples by 72%,
allowing Fisher-Titus’ Lab to get the test results in one hour or less. Moreover, the CDC (2022) highlights “screening for Fentanyl in Routine
Clinical Toxicology Testing” among the successful evidence-based strategies for preventing Opioid overdose.

Other potential options like rapid drug screen cups are not applicable for clinical lab use and medical diagnosing, given that these can only
be used for pain management, forensic testing, or legal /criminal testing.
